John introduced Joe Tonelli, the Director of the CIAC Officials Associations.  The CIAC Advisory Board helps address current officials issues and encourages opening up communication with officials in many sports (basketball, football, lacrosse, ice-hockey, etc.).  Joe also mentioned that CIAC is researching insurance options for officials, since the entire group of officials is quite large and should receive better rates. Marco Torres asked about cancellation policy.  The AD’s should be able to contact officials from info on the web-site.  It is the AD’s decision to play or cancel the game prior to the referee’s arrival to the match.

Marco and John will be working on constitution application.

Joe made a motion that we join CIAC, which was seconded by Phil Liebrock.  John handed out forms to sign up for CIAC.

Motion to adjourn was made and the meeting was closed.
