Minutes of the SCSOA Board Meeting 

Annual Business Meeting

November 2, 2010
Waveny House, New Canaan

Meeting called to order at 7:03 by President Joe D’Ascanio

Joe asked all those present to sign in and put date of joining association so plaques can be awarded to those with distinguished service of 10, 20 and 30 years. 

Before getting to business, Joe asked to Jesus to review a couple of situations he recently encountered and said he would review a couple he received emails from members on.

Jesus: 

1. Trinity Catholic game that had gone beyond normal time due to injuries. Official timer asleep at the switch. Official clock runs out in error so Jesus indicates he has the official time – 9 seconds. Ball is put in play, his watch indicates time has expired but official timer has put 38.9 seconds back on the clock. Chaos ensues. Lesson: Ask timer before game if he is able to put time back on the clock in the event that time expires or make some arrangement that is clear and transparent to coaches and players.

2. 15 minutes to go in Staples/Greenwich semi-final FCIAC game and Greenwich begins to stall. Time stopped by CR, cautions given are not completely effective in speeding up play. Staples players and bench are frustrated. Greenwich employs play whereby a player from a free kick or corner kick taps the ball forward just enough to be legal, stands aside and dupes the opposition into thinking the ball is not in play. In this case, when Staples players did figure it out they came and fouled the player shielding the ball. When kick was taken player did same play. Lesson: Teams will employ various tactics to gain advantage. Be aware of the situation and react accordingly. If it doesn’t look right, it probably isn’t. 
3. PK protocol must be reviewed for must win playoffs. First 5 names must be provided and second 5 can be given at conclusion of first 5 if game is not decided. Coaches should be told that players on field at end of game don’t have to stay on field and that anybody on roster can take PK. 

Joe:

1. Asked members to be particularly aware that rosters need to be completed with coaches, trainers and player names. Anybody on the sideline must be on the roster. 

2. Player who get yellow card must not be allowed back on field until full 10 minutes has passed. Ask timer to be aware of 10 minutes and note time with coaches. If player enters before 10 minutes player can be cautioned which would mean second yellow card, then red for re-entering field without explicit permission. If he has entered and scored a goal, goal would be disallowed. Good reason to note number of players who get cautions and players who score goals.

3. Names of referees who did playoff games will be posted on website. 

4. Sign in and Secretary’s report working well. Those not attending meetings and paying dues are no longer with association. 

5. Treasurer’s Report: Ken Essex traveling. $830 in treasury with all bills paid including banquet and all dues and insurance. A significant improvement from a couple of years ago when association was basically insolvent.

6. $1000 will be allocated to compensate Glen Randmer for the many hours and personal expenditures he has incurred on development of our terrific website. 

7. Banquet committee is all set. Tom Kretch and Frank Somma looking for raffle items. Please contact them if you can obtain any gifts.

8. Phil Liebrock will be feted with Honorary Membership award for many years of service. 

9. Sportsmanship awards: Girls – Norwalk HS, Boys – New Canaan HS. Will be invited to banquet

Scholarship was offered by anonymous family who wants to give $5,000 to a boy and a girl graduating senior soccer player from Bridgeport Central HS. Will do for 5 years with annual bequests. Quite a bit of discussion ensued about merits of our involvement, fairness issues around only giving money to Central students, etc. Motion was approved to decline offer from family as presented.
